young people love
about this com-
munity?  What
things need to
change, and what needs to
stay the same? What do they
desire to make their commu-
nity more liveable?

Five youth from the newly
formed Official Community
Plan (OCP} Youth Advisory
Group set out to get to the
bottom of these questions.
On June 18, the students of
Whistler Secondary School
completed a questionnaire to
determine just what is im-
portant to Whistler’s youth.
And boy did they have a lot to
say! More than 140 question-
naires were completed and
of those, 130 proved to be
extremely valuable — not bad
considering it was the last
day of classes before summer
vacation and yearbooks were
already out.

So what do Whistler’s
youth really think? The fol-
lowing are the general trends
that came out of the WSS
Youth Questionnaire.

- Get Input! Youth care
about this community and
have lots to say!

- The community of Whis-
tler is special, and part of
what makes this community
so great is the “smallness”
of it. The youth of Whistler
feel we need to stay a small
comrmunity.

- The design of the Vil-
lage and the overall design of
Whistler are valued by youth.
We need to reinforce and im-
prove upon this.

- Access to nature is impor-
tant to the youth of Whistler;
whether is it the mountains,
parks, lakes, trail systems,
or pristine wilderness. These
spaces must be protected and
enhanced.

+ The youth of Whistler de-
sire more safe places where
thev ran meet and haneo ont

bring unique perspectives
that need to be taken into
account.” — United Nations
World Programme of Action
for Youth in the Year z000.

Youth mainstreaming is
the engagement of youth in
governance and policy deci-
sion-making; it means con-
sistent, committed youth-
adult cooperation at every
level. Youth-led development
recognizes the ability and
need of youth to be agents
of change; activities are de-
signed and implemented by
youth to improve their lives
or the sustainability of their
communities. These two
complementary approaches
have a place in our commu-
nity, and the OCP update is
a perfect opportunity to put
them into practice.

Recognizing this, the
RMOW, in partnership with
the B.C. Real Estate Associa-
tion, is hosting an Asset Map-
ping Workshop for youth in
our community. Asset map-
ping is the process of iden-
tifying resources, including
services, people, economic
opportunities, clubs and sup-
port networks, in a given lo-
cale. What makes it unique is
that it starts from the prem-
ise that youth are assets to
their community.

The International Centre
for Sustainable Communities
— a Vancouver based NGO
~ will facilitate a two-day as-
set mapping and “train the
trainer” workshop for 10 to
12 youth aged 13 to 18. The
workshop will engage youth
in collecting and mapping
an inventory of community
assets/resources that serve
their needs related to the
themes of the Official Com-
munity Plan. Those young
people will then go out into
the community and create
asset mapping activities of
their own with their peers.
Important information will
be gathered from the per-
spectives of youth, by youth,
